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Event Description 
 
Each team will consist of six members including one incident commander. 
 
Teams will be judged on three separate extrications, one Limited Pit, one Unlimited Pit 
and one Rapid Pit. 
 
The Limited Pit is an extrication of a live patient using a limited number of tools. 
There is to be no heavy hydraulic equipment. This is to simulate extrication where 
hydraulic equipment is either unavailable or not operational. Live person is a stable 
BTLS patient. 
 
The Unlimited Pit is a live extrication with all equipment available to the teams, including 
heavy hydraulic tools. Live person is a stable BTLS patient. 
 
Each pit is timed up to 20-minutes1 beginning when the team firsts arrives on scene.  
 
The Rapid Pit is a live extrication with all equipment available to the teams, including 
heavy hydraulic tools. The patient has critical, life threatening injuries therefore the 
patient is to be removed as quickly and safely as possible while using as much 
packaging and stabilization as the situation allows. Each pit is timed up to 10-minutes 
 
Upon the completion of the scenario, the team members will promptly assist the pit 
crews in breaking down their scenario after which each team will be critiqued. (Limited & 
Unlimited only) 
 
Scenarios: The scenarios are designed to be equal in difficulty. The base foundation will 
include multiple vehicles and or equipment, props that may include power poles, trees, 
jersey barriers and heavy equipment and / or any other prop deemed necessary. Each 
team will have exactly 20 minutes to complete their Limited & Unlimited scenario. 10 
minutes for the Rapid scenario 
 
1this time being the ideal amount of time which an extrication should be completed to 
remain within the ñGolden Hourò 
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Tools & Equipment 
 
All tools and equipment needed for extrications will be provided by the Alberta Vehicle 
Extrication Association, Calgary Fire Department and tool manufacturers  
 
Teams are encouraged to bring customized tools from their department, as this is 
about learning and sharing new techniques and tools with each other. Subject to judge 
committeeôs approval at the Incident commanders meeting. 
 
Teams must bring their own personnel protective equipment: such as turn out gear or 
Nomex style coveralls, (long sleeves must be worn) safety glasses, Steel toed boots or 
shoes and CSA approved Helmet or hardhat and hand protection (firefighter gloves are 
discouraged). 
 
The pits are based on the use of tools made available to the rescuer. The Unlimited and 
Rapid pit have no restrictions in the use of tools. The Limited pit is restricted to hand 
tools only, which includes pneumatics & electrical powered equipment. The team 
Captain will select the brand of heavy hydraulics his team wishes to use in their 
Unlimited and Rapid scenarios.
